The work
is marked by the irreverent whimsy and ancient delight that
would eventually be recognized as Chesterton's signature
style. Short (only four poems long and a dedication), playful,
and with a touch of awe, Chesterton’'s first piece (written at
26) is appropriately titled: it is the work of an amateur, mature
in his spirit, young in his play.
