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Is it possible to be familiar with Jesus, to know the Bible, to be involved in 
church life, and yet not really know Jesus at all well? Andrew Murray, with 
his perceptive insights into the church of his day, and indeed of ours too, 
shows how this is all too often the condition of many believers. In the two 
essays comprising this book, Murray shows how we can move to a new 

place in really knowing Jesus, and how the presence of the Lord can 
become much more real to us. There is a cost, but God always 
abundantly rewards those who seek Him with their whole heart. 
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
