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Cambridge County Geographies was a 75 volume series covering 
the counties of England, Scotland and Wales. Separate volumes 
were produced for Lancashire north and south of the River Ribble.
J. E. Marr's volume on North Lancashire covers a geographical 
diverse region, including Furness and the Lake District west of 
Lake Windermere that now spans Lancashire and Cumbria. As 
much a history, guidebook and gazetteer as it is a geography, 
Marr's volume paints a rich and in places idyllic picture of the 
northern parts of the county in the years before the first world 
war. - Summary by Phil Benson
