Not because you’re failing but because breakthrough is near.

4. You may get defensive when something true hits a tender spot.

That doesn’t mean you’re unsafe, it means you’re growing.

Pause.

Take a breath.

Remember: you’re not against each other, you’re against the lies that divided you.

5. You may want to skip ahead to the “easy” parts.

Don’t.

The places you want to avoid are the places that hold your freedom.

Stay the course.

6. You’ll learn things about yourself that surprise you.

Some you’ll love.

Some you’ll need to surrender.

Either way, grace is the most important component of this journey.

7. You’ll see your partner’s heart in a new light.

You’ll see their wounds.

Their fears.

Their tenderness.

Their desire to love you well. even when they don’t always know how.

Let compassion guide you.

When you start healing, the enemy doesn’t just attack you individually, he attacks your connection. Because unity is powerful. Agreement is powerful. Oneness is powerful.

The Hope Deficit

Hope is oxygen for a relationship.

When a couple loses it, everything else starts gasping for breath.

It doesn’t always happen suddenly. Hope rarely disappears in one dramatic moment. It leaks out slowly, one disappointment at a time, through conversations that turn into confrontations, prayers that feel unanswered, and moments where you feel like saying, “Maybe this relationship was a mistake.”

You stop dreaming together. You stop praying together. You start surviving together.

The most dangerous thing that can happen between two people who once loved each other deeply isn’t hurt, anger, or even conflict, it’s apathy. It’s that slow exhale of the soul that says, “What’s the point, nothing ever changes anyway?”

But the very fact that you’re doing this course means something powerful: you’re either already there and you want to find your way back, or you never want to ever get there.

For those who are already there, you wouldn’t be reading this if you’d given up completely. Somewhere inside both of you is a belief, however fragile, that God can still do something miraculous with your hearts.

And He can. 

For those of you who are reading this as a precaution, don’t ever think you can’t get to a place of apathy. Marriage is hard, especially if we allow our hearts to get hard. An ounce of prevention is worth a pound of cure. We don’t get what we expect; we get what we inspect, and you have an opportunity to inspect the foundations of your marriage before any cracks ever begin.

Faith Is a Team Sport

When you first fall in love, faith feels effortless. You don’t need to believe; you know. You just feel it.

Everything seems to confirm your connection: phone calls at the perfect moment, butterflies in your stomach, conversations that stretch late into the night. You just click.

But real love isn’t proven by butterflies; it’s proven by battle cries.

And when you’ve been through a few storms together, the butterflies turn into something else, something deeper, steadier, stronger.

That’s when faith becomes a choice, not a feeling.

Faith isn’t pretending everything’s fine; it’s deciding to believe something better can still happen. It’s standing in the gap between what is and what could be, and saying, “God, we still believe You’re not done with us.”

The problem is, we’ve been trained by disappointment.

We start expecting the worst instead of believing for the best because it’s easier to be cynical than to be crushed again.

But here’s the truth: cynicism isn’t protection, it’s spiritual paralysis.

Story: The Couple Who Stopped Praying

I once coached a couple named Carrie and Mike. They were sweet, funny, and obviously loved each other, but they’d had a string of bad breaks, and their faith had gotten tired. 

Every session started the same way: awkward silence, shallow answers, and an invisible wall between them.

When I asked if they ever prayed with or for each other, Carrie said, “We used to pray together every morning. But we stopped. We were asking God for things that never happened. It just started to feel pointless.”

Mike looked down at the floor. “I didn’t stop praying,” he said quietly. “I just stopped praying with you.”

That moment told me everything. They hadn’t lost faith in God; they’d lost faith in each other’s faith.

I asked them to start again, just a minute a day. Not fancy, not formal. They could even just say, “God, please help us.”

By the fourth week, that one-minute prayer had become ten minutes of talking and praying.

By the fifth, they were holding hands again.

It wasn’t because all their circumstances changed; it was because their expectancy did. They believed again that no matter what was happening, they were in it together and God was with them. Everything was going to be alright.

What You Expect, You Attract

Faith and expectancy work like spiritual gravity; you draw toward you what you’re preparing for.

If you expect your spouse to disappoint you, your heart closes a little more each day. You start scanning for proof that confirms your prediction.

If you expect connection, you notice every small effort and celebrate progress instead of perfection.

The world says, “I’ll believe it when I see it.”

But Heaven says, “You’ll see it when you believe it.”

“According to your faith be it unto you.” – Matthew 9:29

That verse doesn’t mean you control outcomes; it means your level of faith sets your level of openness to receive.

I’ve learned that couples who practice expectancy together aren’t naïve, they’re powerful. They’ve learned that hope isn’t wishful thinking; it’s spiritual positioning.

Faith Is Not Ignoring Reality

Let’s be clear: faith doesn’t mean pretending your issues don’t exist. You’re not delusional; you’re determined.

You can acknowledge, “Yes, we’re struggling,” and still declare, “But God is working.”

You can say, “We’ve hurt each other,” and still add, “But we’re healing each other.”

Real faith doesn’t deny the diagnosis; it declares a supernatural prognosis.

There’s a difference between denial and direction. Denial says, “Nothing’s wrong.” Expectancy says, “Something’s wrong, but it’s not staying this way.”

Faith in Each Other

Sometimes the hardest faith isn’t faith in God, it’s faith in the God in your partner.

Can you believe God is working in them even when you can’t see it yet?

Can you speak life over them when all you feel is frustration?

Can you expect healing even when you’re in pain?

That’s what covenant love does: it believes the best even before it sees it.

I’ve told couples before: You’re not each other’s savior, but you are each other’s sanctuary.

Faith gives your relationship a safe place to grow again.

Faith in Action

If you want to rebuild expectancy, you can’t just think it; you have to say it.

When God created the world, He didn’t just imagine light; He spoke it.

“Let there be light.”

You have the same creative power in your relationship.

Your words create atmospheres. Your declarations plant seeds.

When you say, “We’re never going to get past this,” your words build walls.

When you say, “God is restoring us,” your words build bridges.

So start small. Replace hopeless language with holy language.

Instead of “We can’t communicate,” try “We’re learning to communicate.”

Instead of “This is just how it is,” say, “This is where we are, but not where we’re staying.”

Activation: The Expectancy Reset

Let’s make this practical.

Together, take ten quiet minutes and ask:


	What am I expecting from this relationship right now, honestly?

	Are those expectations based on fear or faith?

	What am I willing to start believing for again?




Then, speak this aloud together:


“God, we choose hope over history.

We choose to expect Your goodness more than our past experiences.

Teach us to believe again, together.”




How Hope Heals the Atmosphere

Expectation doesn’t just change outcomes—it changes atmospheres.

If you’ve ever walked into a room after an argument, you can feel the tension before a word is spoken. The air is thick, heavy, and cautious. But when faith and hope are present, the air shifts.

There’s peace. There’s laughter. There’s oxygen again.

Every couple carries an atmosphere, and that atmosphere is shaped by belief.

You can’t expect miracles while marinating in pessimism.

Faith creates the oxygen your relationship breathes.

So here’s a truth I want you to remember: what you magnify multiplies.

If you magnify the problem, it grows.

If you magnify the promise, it grows.

Your focus is fertilizer.

That’s why one of the greatest things you can do for your relationship is to discipline your focus—to catch your heart when it starts rehearsing fear and redirect it toward faith.

“Fix your thoughts on what is true, and honorable, and right, and pure, and lovely, and admirable.” – Philippians 4:8 (NLT)

This doesn’t mean ignoring red flags or pretending everything’s fine—it means you refuse to let pain become the loudest voice in your partnership.

Faith and Feelings: The Tug of War

Here’s what most couples get wrong: they try to fix emotional issues with emotional tools.

They wait to feel hope before they choose hope.

They wait to feel love before they act in love.

But God designed it backward, action leads to feeling, not the other way around.

If you’ll act in faith long enough, your feelings will eventually catch up.

The problem is, we give up too soon.

That’s why expectancy is so powerful; it keeps you steady while your emotions fluctuate.

When I first began doing this Heart Work in my own life, I realized I’d been trying to use my feelings as a GPS, but they were more like an old-fashioned weather vane. They moved with every gust of wind.

Faith, on the other hand, was the anchor that kept me from drifting off into hopelessness.

So when your emotions tell you it’s hopeless, you don’t argue with them; you remind them this isn’t a democracy and they don’t get a vote.

You say, “My faith leads, my feelings have to follow.”

Why We Lose Expectancy

Every couple eventually faces what I call a hope hangover.

It’s that foggy, emotionally depleted state that follows a disappointment you didn’t see coming.

You prayed. You believed. You tried. And then something still fell apart.

Maybe it was a miscarriage.

Maybe it was a financial setback.

Maybe it was a betrayal.

Maybe it was years of struggle that numbed the joy out of your connection.

Whatever the reason, you quietly decided, I’m not going to get my hopes up anymore.

It sounds wise. It sounds mature. But it’s really just fear dressed up as wisdom.

The enemy of your soul knows that if he can kill hope, he can strangle faith and once faith dies, love isn’t far behind.

That’s why God keeps whispering, “I will restore to you the years that the locusts have eaten.” (Joel 2:25)

He’s not asking you to ignore the damage. He’s asking you to believe that nothing is too damaged for Him to fix. 

Faith in the Middle, Not Just at the Start

Most couples start with faith, they believe at the beginning.

They believe in the proposal, the wedding, the honeymoon, and the new season.

But then life comes at us fast

Bills, kids, health issues, blended families, aging parents, unmet expectations, spiritual dry seasons, and suddenly faith starts feeling like a luxury instead of a necessity.

But the middle is where miracles mature. With every promise, there is always a process, and the middle is where the promise gets tested and proven.

“Let us hold unswervingly to the hope we profess, for He who promised is faithful.” – Hebrews 10:23 (NIV)

Faith in the middle looks like saying, “I’m not giving up just because it’s not glamorous right now. We’re in process, and God is still writing our story.”

Faith Requires Unity

Jesus said something profound in Matthew 18:19:

“If two of you agree on earth concerning anything they ask, it will be done for them by My Father in heaven.”

Notice the keyword, agree.

Faith multiplies in agreement.

When two hearts align, Heaven pays attention.

Disunity drains spiritual power faster than anything else.

That’s why the enemy of your relationship will always be division.

So guard your agreement. Even if you don’t see eye-to-eye on everything, make sure your hearts are pointed in the same direction.

Unity isn’t about uniformity; it’s about alignment.

Story: The Ruby in the Rug

We had just moved to Austin, and everything in our world felt unfamiliar.

New city, new season, new pressures.

We loved each other, but tension was thick in the air.

We were both trying to be strong for each other, and both were secretly running on fumes.

That’s how it happens in marriage sometimes. You think it’s your partner that’s stressing you out, but really, you’re just stressed out.

And instead of leaning in, you start leaking out, in sarcasm, in tone, in silence.

One afternoon, God used the most random thing to get our attention.

On our living room mantel sat this little jewel box, a small container filled with loose stones that David’s dad had collected during his time in the Air Force. I didn’t know if they were worth anything monetarily, but they were meaningful to me.

David was fiddling around near the mantel when the box slipped and spilled.

The stones bounced across our thick IKEA shag rug and disappeared into the fibers like they’d fallen into another dimension.

I just sat there, arms crossed, stewing.

I said something smart-mouthed, probably along the lines of, “That’s what you get for messing with things that aren’t yours.”

He looked at me, sighed, and started searching for the lost gems.

He combed through that rug for what felt like forever and eventually found three of the four rubies. But the fourth one, the one that mattered now just because it was missing, refused to show up.

And me? I wasn’t about to help him.

I was still simmering, not really about the stones, but about everything else. The uncertainty, the stress, the feeling that we were both doing our best and somehow still falling short.

Finally, David tried to lift the whole rug. He shook it, flipped it, even smacked it against the floor. Out came bobby pins, crumbs, a pen, maybe even a Cheerio, but no stone.

That’s when God gently spoke to my heart:

“You two can’t find what you’ve lost until you come into agreement.”

I took a deep breath, swallowed my pride, and got up.

I grabbed the other side of the rug.

We stood there, two frustrated, tired, imperfect people, holding onto the same mess together.

We shook it once. Nothing.

We shook it twice. Still nothing.

Then David grinned and said, “Maybe we should just tell it to come out.”

So we did. We looked at each other, laughed a little, and yelled, “Come out!”

We shook that rug one more time, and wouldn’t you know, that stubborn ruby popped right out and rolled onto the floor.

And in that moment, I felt God whisper again:

“Agreement unlocks the treasure of heaven.”

That little incident has become one of the defining parables of our marriage.

Because the enemy’s biggest plot isn’t just to attack you, it’s to divide you.

If he can get you at odds with each other, he doesn’t even need to attack your home; you’ll do the dirty work for him.

But when you soften your hearts, grab the same side of the rug, and shake together in unity, that’s when breakthrough comes.

It’s never really about the rug or the missing gem.

It’s about learning that what you’re fighting isn’t each other, it’s the pressure trying to pull you out of agreement.

And the moment you remember that, Heaven releases what’s really been lost all along.

Faith and Humor: The Spiritual Reset Button

Laughter is proof of hope.

When couples lose their ability to laugh together, it’s a symptom that they are losing hope.

That’s why laughter is often the first stage of restoration.

It means you are starting to feel safe again.

Don’t underestimate the holiness of humor. Sometimes, the most life-giving thing you can do after a fight is laugh about how ridiculous both of you were acting. 

When David and I are in fight mode, one of us will eventually say something that breaks the tension, and usually it’s me cracking a joke like saying, “Hey, Papa is mad at us.” David, “Why is he mad at us?” Me, “Well, he’s really just mad at you because you’re being a jerk. Hahaha!”

Humor is how the heart exhales.

So don’t lose your laughter. It’s oxygen for connection.

Let’s Just Process That


	Have we stopped expecting good things in our relationship because it feels safer to expect nothing?

	In what areas have disappointment or fear lowered our faith?

	How can we come into agreement with each other again?

	What is one miracle we can begin praying for and expecting for this week?




Couple Activation — “The Faith Declaration”

Sit facing each other, hold hands, and read this aloud slowly:


“God, we thank You for writing our story.

We release the fear of disappointment and choose to expect Your goodness again.

Help us to see each other through Your eyes.

Restore our laughter, our dreams, and our faith.

We agree together for new beginnings.”




Then take turns speaking one sentence of affirmation over each other—something you believe God is doing in their life.

Examples:

“I see you growing in peace and joy.”

“I believe you’re becoming the person you’ve always wanted to be.

“I’m proud of how you’re fighting for us.”

Greater Truths to Embrace

“Surely goodness and mercy shall follow us all the days of our lives.” – Psalm 23:6

“Be alert, be present. I’m about to do something brand new!” – Isaiah 43:19 (MSG)

“Against all hope, Abraham in hope believed.” – Romans 4:18

“I also tell you this: If two of you agree here on earth concerning anything you ask, my Father in heaven will do it for you.” – Matthew 18:19

Timing Is Everything

If you’ve been in love long enough, you’ve probably had a moment where you thought, “Here we go again.”

Different day, same argument. Sometimes even a different partner, but the same pattern.

You swore it would be different this time, but somehow you end up in the same emotional place.

And if you’ve ever tried to work through years of relational frustration, healing, or recovery, you know how exhausting it can feel when you keep repeating history.

You start to wonder:

“Is change even possible for us?”

“Are we just too different?”

“Are we doomed to relive our past or maybe even our parents’ past with new names and faces?”

But here’s the truth: you’re not stuck because God can’t change your story, you’re stuck because you haven’t yet surrendered to the new season He’s trying to bring you into.

Every relationship has seasons. There’s a planting season (falling in love), a maturing season (learning what love costs), and a harvest season (the reward of commitment).

But sometimes, one or both partners get stuck between planting and maturing, between dreams and real life. 

That’s where The Heart Work comes in.

This time will be different, not because your circumstances are magically better, but because your hearts are becoming new.

Same Cycles, Different Choices

One of the hardest truths I ever had to face is that my life wasn’t changing because I wasn’t changing.

I kept doing the same things, thinking the same thoughts, reacting the same way, choosing the same patterns, and hoping that somehow God would override my habits and give me different results.

He didn’t.

Because God doesn’t bless dysfunction; He heals it.

For couples, the cycle usually looks like this:


	Hope — “This time will be different.”

	Honeymoon — “Things are looking up!”

	Trigger — “Here we go again…”

	Shame — “We’ll never get it right.”

	Withdrawal — “I’ll just protect myself.”




And then the cycle repeats, until you interrupt it with repentance and surrender.

The Problem Isn’t You; It’s Your Programming

Most of us enter relationships with a love style we didn’t consciously choose. It was programmed in us long before romance entered the picture.

Your earliest experiences of love, how your parents treated each other, how they treated you, how conflict was handled, how affection was expressed, created a “blueprint” in your heart.

If that blueprint was healthy, you likely developed secure attachment.

If it was unpredictable or painful, you might’ve developed anxious or avoidant tendencies, or what we call insecure attachment.

Either way, that love map becomes your autopilot. It tells you what to expect, how to respond, and when to self-protect and pull away.

And here’s the thing: most couples are arguing about behavior when the real battle is being fought in belief and root systems.

You’re not mad that he didn’t make plans; you’re triggered because it made you feel unimportant.

You’re not distant because she criticized you; you’re defensive because it made you feel inadequate.

The problem isn’t who you’re with, it’s the programming that’s running your responses.

Healing Requires New Data

When your emotional hard drive is full of old trauma, every new situation gets filtered through that lens.

That’s why healing feels so hard at first; it’s not that change is impossible, it’s that your system keeps reverting to old files.

If you’ve ever had your phone glitch because of too many photos and apps, you know what I mean.

It freezes, crashes, and refuses to load new updates until you delete what no longer should be in your database.

Relationships are the same way.

You can’t download a new love story while old pain is still taking up all the emotional storage.

That’s why God often allows tension, friction, or exposure in relationships, not to shame us, but to reveal what’s still hurting us.

I call this a ‘revealing for healing’.

Story: The Couple Who Fought on Repeat

A couple I worked with, let’s call them Amanda and Jay, came to me convinced they were “just incompatible.”

But as they started describing their arguments, it was clear they were replaying the same emotional scene over and over again with different dialogue.

Ben felt disrespected. Laura felt unheard.

Ben would raise his voice. Laura would shut down.

Rinse and repeat.

When we slowed it down, they both realized the real argument wasn’t about dishes, money, or schedules; it was about safety.

Ben’s childhood was chaotic, and control made him feel safe.

Laura’s childhood was strict, and control made her feel trapped.

So every time Ben tried to “fix” something, Laura heard control.

Every time Laura withdrew, Ben felt abandoned.

Once they understood that pattern, the argument lost its power.

It wasn’t personal anymore; it was just their patterns creating the same product over and over again, disconnection.

That’s what The Heart Work does: it moves you from reaction to revelation.

Why This Time Really Can Be Different

Two main ingredients make transformation possible: self-awareness and surrender.

You can’t heal what you won’t see, and you can’t change what you won’t release.

That’s why this time is different because you’re no longer approaching love with wishful thinking; you’re approaching it with wisdom.

You’ve lived enough to know what doesn’t work.

You’ve grown enough to recognize unhealthy patterns.

And you’re brave enough to do the work instead of waiting for a miracle to fall out of the sky.

Miracles are real, but they always meet us when we are in motion, doing the work.

That’s why this time is different.

Not because you’re trying harder, but because you’re trusting deeper.

The Power of Process

If you’ve ever tried to grow something, a plant, a business, a booty at the gym, you know that nothing alive changes overnight.

Transformation takes time.

But time alone doesn’t heal anything. It’s what you do with the time that heals.

You can’t rush heart healing. You can, however, cooperate with it.

Think about a seed planted in soil. You don’t dig it up every three days to check if it’s growing.

You water it. You nurture it. You trust the process.

It’s the same in relationships.

You can’t demand instant change or give ultimatums demanding emotional growth. You plant truth, give grace, and let time and consistency do their work.

This time is different because you’re committing to the process instead of expecting instant perfection.

My Garden Revelation

A few summers ago, I planted flowers for the first time.

Now, I’m not a gardener, I’m a city girl with more enthusiasm than skill, but I wanted to try.

I followed the instructions, watered daily, and waited.

Weeks passed. Nothing.

One morning, I went out and saw weeds. Not Flowers. Just stubborn little impostors taking over the soil.

I wanted to quit. But then I felt the Holy Spirit whisper, “The weeds aren’t proof of failure, they’re proof of growth. Something is happening underground.”

That day, I realized healing works the same way.

When God starts growing new things in your heart, old things start pushing back.

You’ll see resistance, but it’s a sign that roots are forming.

So if things feel messy right now, don’t assume you’re off track.

You might be closer to a breakthrough than you think.

Faith vs. Fantasy

Some people confuse faith with fantasy.

Fantasy says, “It’ll all magically work out.”

Faith says, “We’re partnering with God while He works it out.”

Fantasy avoids the hard conversations; faith leans into them with hope.

Fantasy wants comfort; faith wants change.

Fantasy expects perfection; faith expects progress.

This time is different because you’re not chasing fantasy, you’re building with faith.

How to Know You’re in a New Season


	Your old coping mechanisms stop working - The things that once numbed the pain, withdrawal, sarcasm, control, and overworking, don’t satisfy anymore.

	You’re uncomfortable but peaceful - Growth feels awkward, but your spirit knows it’s right.

	You’re more interested in truth than blame - You stop keeping score and start keeping promises.

	You’re hungrier for healing than validation - You don’t need to win the argument; you want to win your partner’s heart.




When you notice these signs, celebrate! You’re stepping into new territory.

Couple Activation — The Pattern Exchange

Sit down together and talk through these prompts (without judgment or fixing):


	What’s one pattern I see in myself that I want to break?

	What’s one pattern I see in us that keeps showing up?

	What can we do differently next time that pattern appears?




Pray this together:


“God, show us the patterns that are blocking our progress.

Reveal what’s part of the old cycle, and help us release it.

We surrender the old scripts and receive a new story.”




Then, write this declaration somewhere visible:

“This time is not a repeat; it’s a reboot.”

Let’s Just Process That

What have we been trying to change externally that God might be trying to heal internally?




Where do we see cycles repeating in our relationship or family?




What might God be inviting us to surrender that we’ve been trying to control?




How can we celebrate progress instead of perfection this week?

Greater Truths to Embrace

The Illusion of Control

Every couple has that one recurring argument, the one where you both swear you’re “just trying to help,” but what you’re really doing is trying to control.

Control is sneaky.

It wears disguises that sound noble: “I’m just being responsible.” “I’m just making sure things don’t fall apart.” “I’m just passionate.”

But control is not about passion; it’s about protection.

It’s fear in leadership clothing.

Most of us learned control young. We had to. It was survival.

We became the fixer, the peacekeeper, the performer, the one who made sure everyone else was okay because no one made sure we were.

And that coping mechanism works for a while, until love enters the story.

Because love, by nature, is uncontrollable. It’s unpredictable. It demands trust. And control can’t coexist with trust for very long.

So what happens?

We pray for connection but prepare for abandonment.

We say, “I surrender,” but we still hold the reins.

That’s why shared surrender is the key to lasting unity; it takes the weight off both of you and puts it where it belongs: in God’s hands.

When Two Alikes Fall in Love

Let’s be honest: some of y’all married your mirror.

You both lead. You both have opinions. You both know how things should be done (and you’re both convinced you’re right).

And that’s not bad. Two strong people can build something powerful if they learn to surrender not to each other’s dominance, but to God’s direction.

When two sparks fall in love, there’s fire.

When two surrendered hearts fall in love, there’s favor.

The goal isn’t who gets the last word; it’s who listens for God’s word.

That’s what shared surrender looks like, not passive submission, but mutual yielding to divine wisdom.

The Traffic Light Revelation

I remember a fight David and I had early in marriage.

We were in the car, and he missed a turn. We were already late and now stuck at the longest traffic light in the history of modern transportation. I was sure my way was faster. He was sure I should let him drive.

It escalated quickly.

I was frustrated because I felt unheard. He was frustrated because he felt disrespected.

And then, as I was about to make my closing argument like a courtroom attorney, I felt the Holy Spirit whisper:

“You can be right and still be wrong.”

Oof.

I went quiet.

That moment changed me. Because being right doesn’t build connection, being surrendered does.

Sometimes surrender means shutting your mouth.

Sometimes it means apologizing first.

Sometimes it means letting the Holy Spirit drive, even when you’re sure you know the shortcut.

The Hidden Strength of Surrender

In our culture, surrender sounds like weakness.

We’re told to “take control of your life,” “manifest your destiny,” “set boundaries and never compromise.”

But the Kingdom operates differently.

Jesus said, “Whoever wants to save their life will lose it, but whoever loses their life for my sake will find it.” (Matthew 16:25)

Surrender isn’t weakness, it’s trust in God

It’s saying, “I trust God’s plan more than my plan.”

In relationships, that looks like giving up the need to win every argument.

It looks like saying, “I don’t have to be right; I want us to be in unity.”

It’s not about giving up your voice, it’s about giving up your vengeance.

When both partners do this, the relationship becomes unbreakable.

What Shared Surrender Is (and Isn’t)

It is:


	Yielding your agenda to God’s timing.

	Choosing unity over ego.

	Staying soft when you’d rather self-protect.

	Trusting that your partner is God’s work in progress (just like you).




It isn’t:


	Ignoring boundaries or allowing abuse.

	Pretending to agree when you don’t.

	Losing your identity or voice.

	Enabling dysfunction.




Surrender isn’t about silence; it’s about heaven’s strategy.

You’re letting God fight battles that aren’t producing fruit when fought in your own strength.

The Root of Control: Fear

When you peel back the layers of every control freak, you’ll find fear hiding underneath.

Fear of being hurt.

Fear of being abandoned.

Fear of losing yourself.

Fear of losing them.

That fear tells you, “If I don’t manage this, it will fall apart.”

But control is a counterfeit comforter; it promises safety but delivers anxiety.

The truth is, peace never comes from control. Peace comes from trust.

When you stop trying to control your partner and start trusting God with them, two things happen:


	You feel lighter.

	They feel safer.




Because no one blooms under a microscope.

Surrender Is How You Win

It’s wild, isn’t it? The Kingdom’s way of victory is the opposite of the culture’s way.

In God’s economy, you win by laying down your weapons.

When you stop defending and start depending on Him, not them, everything changes.

You don’t have to micromanage outcomes when you believe God is working behind the scenes.

You plant seeds of grace, you water them with prayer, and you let the Holy Spirit handle the harvest.

When God Reminded Me Who the Real Provider Is

When David and I first got married, I honestly believed that he was supposed to be my provider.

After all, wasn’t that how it worked?

I had never had a man truly take care of me before.

My father abandoned our family when I was just six months old, and that single moment of loss reshaped the story I would tell myself for decades: that men leave, money runs out, and security never lasts.

Fast-forward to my adult years. I had been in a few relationships, including a 13-year marriage where there was never enough, not financially, emotionally, or spiritually. Scarcity had followed me like a shadow.

So when I met David, my next-door miracle, my dream man, my answered prayer, I just assumed everything would finally be perfect. I thought, This is it. This is the part where I finally get to rest. I get to be the passenger princess.

But life didn’t exactly unfold that way.

David was in full-time ministry, which, as you probably know, doesn’t exactly make you rich.

Then, not long after we married, he lost his 14-year ministry position and ended up selling door-to-door cable. And listen, God bless him, but it wasn’t his divine calling.

We were struggling. And I was spiraling.

I’d pray (okay, complain) to God, telling Him that my husband wasn’t being the provider he was supposed to be.

And one day, in His calm but unmistakable way, the Lord interrupted my pity party.

“Jackie, David is not your provider. I am.”

Those words hit me right in the heart.

I realized I had deep heart wounds from childhood, unhealed places where I’d watched my mother depend on men instead of on God, where I’d learned that safety came from someone’s paycheck, not from His promise.

I had built an invisible altar of provision, and I’d put David on it.

The moment I surrendered that to God, everything started to shift.

God began giving me ideas, divine blueprints, creative solutions, and business strategies that would eventually create generational wealth for our family.

And David found his lane, too. He stepped into his role as protector, partner, and priest of our home not because he was trying to perform, but because we both stopped competing with each other and started completing each other.

When I stopped demanding that David be my source, we both got free.

We started seeing ourselves as resources that God could use, channels of His abundance, not replacements for it.

And that revelation changed everything.

Because marriage works best when both people know that God is the Source, and we are supply lines.

When we stopped fighting about who was providing and started agreeing on who the Provider actually was, Heaven opened up.

The Trust Fall Prayer

Here’s a simple but powerful prayer you can do together whenever you feel control creeping in.


“God, we trust You with our hearts and with each other.

We surrender what we can’t change.

We release fear, pride, and pressure.

Lead us, correct us, and keep us aligned with Your purpose.

Help us to stop competing and start completing.”




Pray it out loud, hand in hand. You’ll feel the shift almost immediately.

Let’s Just Process That


	What do I try to control when I feel afraid?

	How does my attempt to “fix” things make my partner feel?

	Where do we need to surrender instead of blame?

	Can we identify one area we’ll give to God this week instead of trying to force change?




Couple Activation — “The Surrender Exchange”

Grab two pieces of paper.

On each, write down one thing you’ve been holding onto too tightly, something you’ve been trying to control, fix, or force.

Read them aloud. Then pray together and tear them up as a symbolic release.

Say this:


“God, we lay this at Your feet.

We won’t pick it back up.

We believe You are working all things together for our good.”




Then end by blessing each other aloud:

“I bless you with peace.”

“I bless you with freedom.”

“I bless you with trust.”

You’ll be amazed at how something so small can reset the spiritual atmosphere between you.

THE HEART MIRROR

“Above all else, guard your heart, for everything you do flows from it.” — Proverbs 4:23




Every relationship eventually hits a point where you stop fighting about what’s happening and start realizing you’re fighting about what’s hidden.




You’re never stuck on the outside; you are ALWAYS stuck on the inside.

That’s what this part of the book is about - the inner world of your love story.
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“A good man brings good things out of the good stored up in his heart.” — Luke 6:45




The Heart Is a Storage Unit

Imagine your heart as a storage unit, one of those cluttered ones you see on those reality shows where someone didn’t pay their bill and now it’s being auctioned off, and when you open the door, you have no idea what you’re going to find. 

Every experience you’ve ever had, every word ever spoken over you, every disappointment, rejection, and memory, good or bad, gets stored in there.

And just like a real storage unit, you don’t realize how much stuff is in it until you try to make room for something new.

That’s why some couples can’t seem to move forward; it’s not because they don’t love each other; it’s because the space is full.

Love is trying to grow in a crowded heart.

The Heart Work for couples starts with this revelation: You can’t build intimacy on top of emotional clutter.

What’s Buried Is Still Breathing

Just because it’s out of sight, doesn’t mean it’s out of heart. 

Unhealed wounds don’t disappear; they disguise themselves.

What we are afraid of, unwilling to see or feel, we end up acting out.

If your heart has unresolved pain, it will find a way to leak into your relationship, through sarcasm, withdrawal, anger, criticism, or emotional or even physical distance.

You might think you’re reacting to your partner’s behavior, but you’re actually reacting to how your partner’s behavior is bringing up your own unhealed history.

A harsh tone might trigger an old memory of being dismissed.

A forgotten task might remind you of when someone didn’t show up for you or abandoned you.

A disagreement might echo an unresolved argument from your past.

The fight is rarely about the dishwasher that didn’t get unloaded; it’s about the boxes sitting in your heart’s storage unit that haven’t been unpacked.

The Angry Wife

A woman named Kira once told me she and her husband couldn’t have a normal conversation anymore. Every little thing set her off.

She’d tell him to take out the trash, and when he didn’t do it immediately, she’d feel rage that even she couldn’t explain.

When I asked her to slow down and trace the emotion, she realized it wasn’t about the chores, it was about her relationship with her dad.

He had promised her things for her whole life and never followed through. That feeling of “you don’t follow through” had become a wound she carried into her relationship.

Once she made the connection, she stopped seeing her husband as the villain and started seeing the real culprit, unhealed disappointment.

Anytime you have a level 10 reaction to a level 2 situation, there are always unhealed places in your heart rearing their ugly heads.

Love Doesn’t Erase History, It Exposes It

Many couples think falling in love will fix everything.

But passion doesn’t fix your past; it reveals it.

Intimacy is like a mirror, it reflects everything that’s still unhealed in you.

That’s why marriage, engagement, or even a committed dating relationship can feel like emotional surgery.

God uses the closeness of another person to surface what He wants to heal.

It’s not unusual; it’s part of the process.

When you start to see your relationship that way, the fights become feedback. The triggers become teachers.

And instead of saying, “You’re the problem,” you start saying, “This is showing me where I still need healing.” Instead of responding in fear and anger, you begin to respond in curiosity, “Why am I upset about this?”

Emotional Honesty as a Spiritual Practice

Spiritual maturity isn’t measured by how many Scriptures you can quote; it’s measured by how honest you’re willing to be about what’s going on in your heart.

Emotional honesty is sanctification in action.

When you can look at your partner and say, “I’m not mad at you, but you just touched a tender place,” you’re practicing spiritual authority.

You’re telling the enemy, “You can’t use this wound as a weapon anymore.” You don’t have any hooks in me. 

Jesus said, “The ruler of this world is coming, but he has nothing in Me” (John 14:30). 

That’s what emotional honesty does: it removes the hooks the enemy once used to pull you into pain, reaction, or defensiveness. Every time you choose awareness over anger, you take another hook out. Instead of reacting, you respond. Instead of lashing out, you lean in. Doing your heart work in real time closes the door to offense and opens the door to intimacy. That’s what spiritual maturity looks like: being unhookable.

The opposite of emotional honesty is emotional avoidance, and avoidance always leads to resentment. Resentment is just unspoken pain that is now holding a grudge against your partner.

The Habit Loop

Our hearts build habits the same way our brains do.

Whatever you repeat becomes your default.

If you rehearse anger, you become reactive.

If you rehearse peace, you become patient.

You can’t create a new connection with old behaviors.

That’s why real transformation starts with awareness.

Start noticing your default reactions:


	When I feel unsafe, do I shut down or lash out?

	When I feel criticized, do I defend or deflect?

	When I feel unseen, do I withdraw or demand attention?




Once you see your patterns, you can start to interrupt them.

Because healing isn’t about perfection, it’s about awareness + new action.

Story: The Coffee Pot Fight

I’ll never forget a couple I worked with who nearly ended their marriage over coffee.

Every morning, he left the coffee pot on. Every morning, she turned the coffee pot off.

It sounds small, but after years of living together, those little annoyances can feel huge.

Finally, during a heated session, she shouted, “It’s not about the coffee! It’s about respect!”

And she was right, but not in the way she thought.

When we unpacked it, she realized it wasn’t disrespect, it was unimportance that she felt. Her husband’s forgetfulness touched an old wound that whispered, “How you feel doesn’t matter.”

He, on the other hand, grew up being micromanaged. Her corrections made him feel like a child again.

See how sneaky this stuff is?

It’s never just about coffee; it’s about the heart. 

The Mirror Principle

Here’s the thing about mirrors: they don’t lie, but they also don’t accuse.

They simply reflect.

Your partner is not your enemy, they’re your mirror.

They’re reflecting what’s inside of you that’s ready for healing.

When you learn to look at your relationship that way, you stop being defensive and start being discerning.

Instead of, “Why are you like this?”

You ask, “Why is this triggering me?”

Instead of, “You always make me feel…,”

You ask, “Where did I first feel this?”

That’s the shift from blame to breakthrough.

Couple Activation — “Spot the Script”

Sit together and talk through one recurring argument or tension point.

Then ask each other these three questions:


	When this happens, what story do I tell myself about you?

	What does that story remind me of from my past?

	What new story could we choose to believe together instead?




End by saying together:


“We see each other with grace, not grievance.

We choose truth over triggered trauma.”




Let’s Just Process That


	What old emotional clutter might still be taking up space in our hearts?

	Which of our fights might actually be feedback about unhealed places?

	Are we using love as a mirror or fear as a magnifying glass?

	What does safety look like for each of us when we’re triggered?




Greater Truths to Embrace


“Create in me a clean heart, O God, and renew a right spirit within me.” — Psalm 51:10

“As water reflects the face, so one’s life reflects the heart.” — Proverbs 27:19

“Perfect love casts out fear.” — 1 John 4:18
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“Guard your heart above all else, for it determines the course of your life.” — Proverbs 4:23




The Heart Is Where Life Begins

Your heart is not just a place where you feel, it’s the place where you conceive.

Every idea, belief, hope, or fear begins there first.

That’s why the Bible says, “Out of the quality of your heart comes the quality of your life.” What’s in your heart eventually becomes your reality.

The same is true in relationships.

Whatever is conceived in the heart will eventually be born in your connection, whether it’s love, resentment, peace, or pain.

That’s why I call the heart “the womb of the relationship.”

It’s where seeds are planted, nourished, and eventually manifested.

You Reap What You Conceive

There’s an old saying: “You can’t plant weeds and expect roses.”

Yet many couples do exactly that emotionally.

We plant suspicion but expect trust.

We plant sarcasm but expect tenderness.

We plant avoidance but expect closeness.

The law of sowing and reaping applies just as much to relationships as it does to fields.

“Do not be deceived: God cannot be mocked. A man reaps what he sows.” — Galatians 6:7

If you want a harvest of love, you have to plant love, even when it’s hard or inconvenient.

Story: The Couple Who Stopped Speaking Life

There was a couple named Sarah and Josh who came to me convinced their marriage was “done.”

They had stopped talking, except for logistics. Bills. Kids. Work schedules. The friendship was gone.

When I asked them how they spoke to each other when they did interact, Melissa said, “We don’t fight much anymore.”

However, when I pressed for more information, she admitted that they also no longer complimented or encouraged each other.

No fighting doesn’t mean peace. Sometimes it just means apathy.

They were so disconnected that they had become coworkers instead of lovers. It was all business. They had been sowing nothing into each other but neutrality.

I challenged them to speak one word of life over each other every day for 30 days.

At first, it felt forced and uncomfortable, 

Then, something shifted.

By day 10, their faces and hearts began to relax and soften.

By day 30, they were kissing and holding hands again.

Love had started growing in their ‘heart womb’ again because the seed of their words started taking root.

What’s Growing in Your Heart?

Every couple is pregnant with something.

It might be peace. It might be a promise.

But it might also be pain, pride, or unforgiveness.

Whatever you meditate on is what multiplies.

If you constantly replay what your partner did wrong, bitterness grows.

If you keep rehearsing gratitude, grace grows.

Think about it, when you speak life, it activates healing. When you speak death (criticism, contempt, hopelessness), it chokes out life. 

The Bible says life and death are in the power of the tongue.

That means your words are spiritual ultrasounds; they reveal what’s growing in your heart’s womb.

Conception Requires Connection

A womb can only conceive through intimate connection.

And emotional conception works the same way, you can’t reproduce anything if you’re disconnected from your partner.

That’s why unity is so powerful. When two hearts are joined in purpose, Heaven recognizes it.

“Where two or three are gathered in My name, there am I in the midst of them.” — Matthew 18:20

When two become one in spirit, ideas are born, dreams are conceived, and miracles are multiplied.

But when the connection breaks down, so does conception. 

That’s why the enemy works so hard to divide couples because division leads to relational and spiritual barrenness.

The Counterfeit Conceptions

Three false pregnancies can grow in the heart if we’re not careful:


	The Fear Baby – birthed from worry, control, and insecurity. You start creating scenarios in your head about what could go wrong, and suddenly, you’re living in a relationship that’s not even real, just a projection of your fears.

	The Offense Baby – birthed from resentment that was never resolved. You nurse it, protect it, feed it with memories of what they said or did, and before long, it grows into bitterness that controls your perspective

	The Fantasy Baby – birthed from unrealistic expectations. You compare your relationship to others, to social media, or to what you thought it would be, and the gap between expectation and reality becomes a breeding ground for disappointment.




These false pregnancies feel real, but they drain the life out of your relationship.

The cure? Truth, grace, and tenderness.

Expose the lie, speak truth, and reattach emotionally through grace.

Story: When My Heart Was Full of Fear

I remember a season when I was convinced something bad was about to happen.

Everything looked fine on the outside, but inside, I was bracing for disaster.

I kept waiting for the other shoe to drop, and do you know what happened?

I started reacting to David like the shoe had already dropped.

My fear was shaping my behavior, even though nothing had actually gone wrong.

One morning during prayer, God whispered, “You can’t receive love while you’re wearing armor.”

That hit me hard.

I realized I had conceived fear in my heart and was expecting pain instead of promise.

That day, I chose to release the fear and receive love again.

How to Clear the Heart Womb

If you want new life in your relationship, you’ve got to make room for it.

Here’s how:


	Repent of emotional clutter - Tell God (and each other) the things you’ve allowed to take up space, resentment, comparison, fear, unforgiveness, etc. 

	Release unrealistic timelines - Healing takes time. Growth takes nurturing. You can’t rush spiritual maturity. 

	Renew your words - Speak daily blessings over your relationship. Say what you want to see, not what you fear you’ll get.

	Reattach through tenderness - Physical touch, eye contact, laughter all of it reawakens safety in the body, which makes room for emotional connection.




Couple Activation — “The Womb Blessing”

Take a few minutes to speak life over your relationship.

Each partner completes these sentences aloud:


	“I bless our love with…”

	“I’m believing God to grow…”

	“I’m letting go of…”




Then pray this together:


“God, cleanse the womb of our hearts.

Uproot anything that doesn’t belong—fear, pride, resentment, or pain.

We invite Your Spirit to plant new seeds of peace, joy, and passion.

Let our words and actions align with the love You designed for us.”




Let’s Just Process That


	What do we think has been growing in the womb of our relationship, promises or pain?

	What words have we spoken that might have planted seeds we didn’t mean to grow?

	Are there any “false pregnancies” (fear, offense, fantasy) we need to release?

	What does new growth look like for us right now?




Greater Truths to Embrace


“The seed will grow well, the vine will yield its fruit, the ground will produce its crops, and the heavens will drop their dew.” — Zechariah 8:12

“Out of the overflow of the heart, the mouth speaks.” — Matthew 12:34

Closing Reflection

Every relationship is an ecosystem; it grows what you feed it. 

You can’t plant chaos and expect peace.

You can’t plant fear and expect freedom.

But if you plant hope, nurture it with mercy and forgiveness, and protect it with prayer, something miraculous begins to grow.

You start to see glimpses of Eden again.

And that’s the kind of love God designed for you.
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“Catch for us the foxes, the little foxes that ruin the vineyards, our vineyards that are in bloom.” — Song of Songs 2:15




When Something Feels “Off”

Have you ever had a day where nothing was technically wrong, but everything felt… off?

You weren’t fighting. No one did anything terrible. But the air between you felt heavy, tense, or disconnected.

That’s usually a sign that something small, but toxic, is buzzing around your relationship.

A misunderstanding left unresolved.

An insecurity whispered but was never addressed.

A subtle shift in tone that lingers longer than it should.

Those are the “flies” Scripture talks about.

Little irritations that seem harmless at first but eventually spoil the oil.

“Dead flies cause the ointment of the apothecary to send forth a stinking savour.” — Ecclesiastes 10:1 (KJV)

Your relationship is meant to carry the fragrance of heaven. But when little lies or lingering offenses aren’t dealt with, they start to rot the atmosphere.

The Spiritual Science of Pollution

Here’s what happens when we don’t address pain: it becomes pollution.

Emotional pollution is like carbon monoxide; it’s invisible, but deadly over time.

It clouds perception.

You start assuming motives instead of asking questions.

You stop believing the best and start bracing for the worst.

Suddenly, everything your partner says feels like a criticism.

Every request sounds like a rejection.

You start fighting ghosts that don’t even exist anymore.

Old pain, when unhealed, becomes an interpreter you don’t want.

Story: The Case of the Misheard Comment

I once worked with a woman named Gina who told me her husband “constantly attacked” her.

When I asked for examples, she described an incident at dinner:

“He looked across the table and said, ‘You sure you want dessert?’ It was the way he said it, so judgmental.”

When I asked her husband, he looked confused. “I was just checking if she still wanted one before I ordered.”

Gina’s reaction wasn’t about that dinner; it was about her ex-husband, who used to shame her for her weight

Her heart had stored an old wound, and every time a similar phrase was spoken, that wound rewrote the meaning.

This is what I mean by flies and lies.

They buzz around your relationship, whispering distortions until you’re reacting to your past instead of enjoying your present.

The Lie Factory

The enemy is a liar, and he loves to use half-truths in relationships.

He doesn’t need you to believe something outrageous; he just needs to twist something slightly believable.

A glance becomes rejection.

A tone becomes an accusation.

A delay in response becomes proof of neglect and indifference.

These are lies we don’t even know we’re believing because they sound so familiar.

That’s why discernment in love is essential.

“For we are not unaware of his schemes.” — 2 Corinthians 2:11

If you don’t confront lies, you start living counterfeit lives, versions of yourself and your relationship that are ruled by fear instead of love.

Counterfeit Lives

When pain isn’t healed, we build identities around it.

We become “the fixer,” “the guarded one,” “the strong one,” or “the victim.”

We stop relating authentically and start performing emotionally and maybe even spiritually.

You say, “I’m fine,” when you’re not.

You laugh off things that actually hurt.

You avoid vulnerability because it feels like danger, not intimacy.

The tragedy is that you can be in love with someone but not truly known by them.

Counterfeit lives feel safe at first because they keep pain out, but they also keep intimacy, vulnerability, and truth out.

Story: The Performer and the Protector

In one of my workshops, I met a couple named Krista and Jim.

Jim was the “protector”, logical, calm, and unemotional.

Krista was the “performer”, bubbly, accommodating, always “on.”

They looked perfect on social media and out in public, but couldn’t stop arguing behind closed doors.

When we dug deeper, we discovered their identities were elaborate self-defense mechanisms.

Jim grew up in a violent home, so he learned to stay detached to feel safe.

Krista grew up with conditional love, so she learned to perform to be accepted.

Their counterfeit selves had fallen in love, but their true selves were drowning under all the survival techniques they had learned from their origin families..

Once they realized that, they cried and prayed together for the first time in years.

They both realized they didn’t even know who they were without all the masks they were wearing to protect themselves, but they were willing to find out, and they wanted to do it together. 

That’s when real healing began.

Honesty Heals Faster Than Perfection

Perfection hides. Honesty heals.

You don’t need to get it all right, you just need to get real.

When something feels “off,” name it early.

Don’t wait for it to fester.

Say, “Hey, when you said that earlier, I felt small. I know you didn’t mean it, but can we talk about it?”

That’s humility in action.

It stops the flies before they breed.

Emotional transparency is the secret weapon of thriving couples. 

The Spiritual Detox

When you sense emotional toxicity, do a spiritual detox together.

Here’s how:


	Pause and Pray. Ask the Holy Spirit to reveal if there’s an unaddressed wound or lie affecting how you see each other.

	Name the Lie. Speak it out loud: “The lie I’m believing is that you don’t care / I’m not enough / things will never change.”

	Replace It with Truth. Declare the opposite: “The truth is you do care. I am loved. God is making all things new.”

	Reconnect Physically. A hug, hand-hold, or prayer resets your nervous system and reestablishes safety.




That’s deliverance in real time, marriage-style.

The Role of Grace

Grace is the blood of love.

Without it, relationships die.

Grace says, “I know you have pain that predates us, and I won’t punish you for it.”

Grace says, “I see your flaws and still choose you.”

Grace says, “We’re both learning, and that’s okay.”

You can’t build trust without grace. You can’t heal without humility.

The same grace that saved you individually is the grace that will sustain you together.

Couple Activation — “The Lie Detector”

Sit facing each other and complete this sentence:

“A lie I’ve been tempted to believe about you, myself (or us) is…”

Then say,

“The truth is…”




For example:


	“The lie is that you don’t listen to me. The truth is you’re learning to listen differently.”

	“The lie is that I’m too much. The truth is I’m just passionate.”

	“The lie is that we’ll never get back to where we were. The truth is we’re becoming something better.”




Pray together:


“Holy Spirit, reveal any lie that’s hiding in our love.

Replace it with your truth.

Cleanse the atmosphere of our hearts.

Restore our peace and our passion.”




Let’s Just Process That


	What subtle “flies” might be buzzing around our relationship right now?

	What lies have we unconsciously believed about each other or ourselves?

	Have we been living a counterfeit version of love, one that’s safe but not sincere?

	How can we start living in truth, even when it’s uncomfortable?




Greater Truths to Embrace


“You will know the truth, and the truth will set you free.” — John 8:32

Closing Reflection

✨ Revealing for a Healing

The enemy’s favorite weapons are secrecy and silence.

He wants us to suffer alone, to hide our pain behind smiles and survival.

He thrives in secrecy because darkness is where deception grows.

But healing can’t happen in hiding.

Love can’t breathe where truth is buried.

God’s presence always draws us into the light because that’s where freedom lives.

When we choose honesty over image, shame loses its grip.

When we tell the truth, even trembling, Heaven leans in.

And when we bring our wounds into the light together, the enemy loses his foothold entirely.

This is what real love looks like:

Two people brave enough to bring everything, past, pain, and promise, into the light,

and let God heal it all.

HEALING TOGETHER

“He heals the brokenhearted and binds up their wounds.” — Psalm 147:3




Healing is holy work - releasing, restoring, and reconnecting.

It’s messy, emotional, and beautiful.




It’s the moment when love and truth meet in the middle and grace becomes glue.

This part of the journey is about learning how to move from surviving together

to healing together.
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“Cast all your anxiety on Him because He cares for you.” — 1 Peter 5:7




You Can’t Heal While You’re Holding On

The reason many relationships end isn’t because the love ran out, it’s because the baggage never left.

We say we’ve forgiven, but deep down, we’re still keeping emotional receipts.

We say we’ve moved on, but we still replay the memory.

We say we’re trusting again, but we’ve quietly built invisible brick walls..

The act of releasing, emotionally, spiritually, and mentally, is what allows God to bring restoration.

Release is what makes room for resurrection.

What Release Really Means

Release doesn’t mean denial.

It doesn’t mean saying, “It’s fine,” when it’s not.

It means you’re handing what hurt you to the only One who can truly handle it.

You can’t change the past, but you can change your heart posture toward it.

Release says:

“I’m done carrying what doesn’t belong to me.”

Story: The Notebook of Grudges

“Love… keeps no record of wrongs.” — 1 Corinthians 13:5

In my first marriage, I kept a small journal hidden in my nightstand.

I called it my “prayer journal.”

But it was really a grudge book.

It was filled with everything my former husband had ever done wrong, neglect, missed holidays and anniversaries, careless and harmful words he had spoken, page after page.

You know how the book of love in the Bible, 1st Corinthians, tells us that love doesn’t keep a record of wrongs… that’s exactly what I was doing. I was literally keeping a ledger, a record of wrongs.

What I was also doing was preserving my pain as a memorial and giving myself permission to worship it every day. 

The more I reread it, the more resentment grew. Poor little old me, so mistreated. I had proof that I really was the victim and he was the villain in our story. 

Until one day God said, “You can have this story you’re telling yourself or you can have the story I have written for you, which do you prefer?” 

Needless to say, I chose God’s story for me and released my past to him. That’s the power of release.

Forgiveness Is Not a Feeling

Let’s be real, forgiveness rarely feels fair.

It’s not logical. It’s not instant. And it’s definitely not easy.

But forgiveness isn’t a feeling, it’s a decision.

It’s saying, “I refuse to let this offense define our future.”

When you forgive, you’re not letting your partner off the hook; you’re taking yourself off the hook of bitterness.

You’re choosing to stop being the jailer and walk out of the cell yourself.

“Forgive as the Lord forgave you.” — Colossians 3:13

The Myth of Closure

Many couples wait for closure before they move forward.

But closure rarely comes the way we think it will.

Sometimes, the person who hurt you doesn’t understand.

Sometimes, they never fully “get it.”

And sometimes, they’ve changed, but the pain still echoes in your heart.

That’s when you realize: closure isn’t something they give you. It’s something you choose.

You don’t need their repentance to release your resentment.

You just need God’s grace.

Story: The Marriage That Survived Infidelity

I’ll never forget working with a couple after an affair.

She was broken. He was repentant. But both were haunted.

They loved each other deeply, but she couldn’t stop replaying the betrayal in her mind.

Every quiet moment became a rerun of the pain. 

Finally, I said to her, “You’re not just remembering what happened — you’re re-living it.”

Tears fell. “How do I stop?”

“By releasing it to God one memory at a time,” I said.

That’s what she did.

Every time the thought came, she’d say out loud, “I release this to You, Lord.”

It wasn’t overnight. But one day, she realized she hadn’t thought about it in weeks.

The memory lost its grip.

That’s what happens when release becomes a practice.

Release Requires Trust

To release, you must trust that God is both just and merciful.

He sees what happened. He knows what’s fair. He will handle what you can’t.

Your only job is obedience. His job is an outcome.

“Let go and let God” isn’t a cliché; it’s a commandment for the weary-hearted.

Couple Activation — “The Great Exchange”

Together, write down one thing you’ve both been carrying - a memory, a failure, a fear, a disappointment.

Then pray aloud:


“God, we give this to You.

We release it fully and finally.

We trust You with our hearts, our hurts, and our healing.

We trade our pain for Your peace.”




Tear or burn the paper.

Then hug each other for sixty seconds, long enough for your hearts to sync again.

That’s how Heaven resets the rhythm of love.

Let’s Just Process That


	What are we still carrying that God never asked us to hold?

	What would change if we stopped rehearsing the pain and playing victim?

	What part of our story have we been afraid to release?

	How can we practice release daily — in words, thoughts, and actions?




Greater Truths to Embrace


“Come to me, all you who are weary and burdened, and I will give you rest.” — Matthew 11:28

“Vengeance is mine, I will repay, says the Lord.” — Romans 12:19

“He works all things to the good of those that love him….” — Romans 8:28




Closing Reflection

Releasing and forgiving isn’t losing.

It’s trusting God enough to stop trying to rewrite what’s already been redeemed at the finished work of the cross.

When you release and forgive, you make room for God to restore and work it out to your good, and that’s where everybody wins!
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“The Lord will rebuild the ruins and restore the places long devastated.” — Isaiah 61:4




Rebuilding Requires a New Blueprint

When a house has been through a storm, you don’t start by decorating; you start by rebuilding the foundation.

And here’s the hard truth - most couples try to decorate over damage.

They paint over cracks. They hang new curtains over broken windows. They take pictures in front of walls that are no longer load-bearing.

But love that lasts is built, not faked.

Restoration requires you to stop pretending everything’s fine and start repairing what’s most important.

That means new plans, new patterns, and a new partnership with God as your General Contractor.

You Can’t Build on Broken Trust

Trust is the foundation of every relationship.

Without it, everything else is cosmetic.

And rebuilding trust doesn’t happen because someone says “sorry.”

It happens when they start showing “changed behavior.”

Forgiveness may be instant, but trust is rebuilt over time through consistency, humility, and honesty.

When you’ve been hurt, you’re not just asking, “Can I trust you again?”

You’re asking, “Can I trust myself to trust you again?”

That’s why rebuilding is a team effort.

The one who broke trust must be patient.

The one who was hurt must be open.

And both must be surrendered to God’s timing.

Story: The Couple Who Chose Construction Over Collapse

A couple named Marcus and Tasha came to me right before their 10-year anniversary.

They weren’t fighting, they were fading.

They lived together, raised kids together, attended church together, but they were emotionally divorced.

Marcus said, “We’re roommates with rings.”

Tasha said, “We’re polite strangers.”

When I asked what had happened, they said, “Nothing. Just time.”

But time alone doesn’t break or heal anything.

Intentionality does.

So I asked, “When was the last time you built something together?”

They stared blankly. “We haven’t.”

That’s where the restoration started.

They made a plan to rebuild through small acts of co-creation - cooking together, praying together, planning something fun together each week.

Within months, laughter returned. Touch returned. Tenderness returned.

Relationships don’t require constant magic, but they do require constant maintenance.

Restoration Requires Remembering

You can’t rebuild what you’ve forgotten existed.

When couples lose hope, they often lose memory too.

They forget what made them fall in love in the first place.

Restoration means revisiting your origin story to reignite the purpose of your union.

Ask yourselves:


	What first drew us together?

	What dreams did we once share?

	What have we survived that made us stronger?




Every love story has sacred history.

When you remember yours, it reawakens gratitude, and gratitude is the seed of restoration.

The Three Stages of Restoration


	Recognition — admitting what’s broken and what caused it. You can’t heal what you won’t name.

	Repair — actively rebuilding with humility and action. That means making amends, changing behavior, and showing up differently.

	Rejoicing — celebrating progress even while the paint is still drying. You don’t wait for perfect; you worship in process.




The mistake most couples make is trying to skip straight to rejoicing without doing the recognition and repair.

But restoration is sequential; you can’t fast-forward healing.

Story: The Two Chairs

I often tell couples about “The Two Chairs.”

One chair represents your past self, the version of you that made mistakes, reacted poorly, and didn’t know better.

The other chair represents your present self, the one that’s learning, growing, and trying again.

Most people try to sit in both chairs at once, one cheek in the past, one in the present.

But you can’t heal that way.

You have to fully sit in the chair of who you’re becoming, not who you were.

And when both of you do that, you stop punishing each other for old versions of yourselves.

God Restores Better Than Before

God never restores you to what was.

He restores you to what’s better.

When He rebuilt Job’s life, He gave him double.

When He restored Peter, He didn’t just forgive him, He commissioned him.

When God restores a relationship, He doesn’t hand you back the old one; He gives you a redeemed one.

So stop trying to get back to “how it used to be.”

Start asking God, “What are You building next?”

The Danger of Nostalgia

Sometimes nostalgia masquerades as faith.

You start longing for “the good old days,” but what you’re really doing is idolizing a version of your relationship that no longer exists.

You can honor the past without worshipping it.

You can thank God for what was, but still move toward what’s next.

Restoration happens when you stop chasing what’s gone and start embracing what’s growing.

Couple Activation — “The Rebuild Plan”

Take some time to dream and plan together.


	List three areas of your relationship that feel like “ruins.”

	Next to each one, write one small way you can rebuild it.




For example:


	Trust → daily check-ins and consistent communication.

	Intimacy → setting aside distraction-free connection time.

	Fun → bringing back date nights.




Then pray this aloud:


“God, thank You that You are a Restorer.

Show us how to rebuild without reliving the past.

Teach us to create with You instead of coping alone.

We dedicate every wall, window, and foundation stone of our love to You.”




Let’s Just Process That


	What areas of our relationship feel like ruins right now?

	Have we been trying to decorate over damage instead of rebuilding?

	Where do we need to replace “sorry” with “changed behavior”?

	How is God already restoring us individually or as a couple, even in small ways?




Greater Truths to Embrace


“The Lord will restore the years the locusts have eaten.” — Joel 2:25

“Unless the Lord builds the house, the builders labor in vain.” — Psalm 127:1

“See, I am doing a new thing; now it springs up, do you not perceive it?” — Isaiah 43:19




Closing Reflection

Restoration is holy construction.

It’s messy, noisy, and inconvenient, but it’s also sacred.

Every apology becomes a brick.

Every moment of humility becomes mortar.

Every act of kindness becomes a doorway to new beginnings.

When you let God be the Architect, even what was broken can become beautiful again.

You don’t need to rebuild it alone.

You just need to say “yes” to His blueprint.
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“Two are better than one, because they have a good return for their labor. If either of them falls, one can help the other up.” — Ecclesiastes 4:9–10




When Closeness Feels Complicated

Every couple goes through seasons where closeness feels harder than it used to.

You love each other, but you just can’t seem to find each other.

It’s like you’re in the same house but living in different worlds.

Your conversations sound more like logistics than love.

You pass each other in the hallway with polite smiles, but your hearts aren’t touching anymore.

That’s what I call the in-between.

You’re not disconnected, but you’re not deeply connected either.

You’re in that gray zone where love feels like routine instead of revelation.

Here’s the truth: you can’t drift back into intimacy. You have to decide your way back.

Disconnection Isn’t Always a Sign of Disaster

Sometimes we panic when we feel distance, as if every quiet season means something’s wrong.

But not all disconnection is destruction.

Sometimes God allows space so that you’ll choose pursuit again.

Sometimes the silence isn’t punishment; it’s an invitation.

When everything feels distant, that’s not the time to despair; it’s the time to initiate.

Because nothing reignites love faster than intentional pursuit.

Story: The Couple Who Forgot to Flirt

A couple named Jake and Nina once told me, “We don’t laugh much anymore.”

They were faithful, stable, and respectful, but passion had quietly left the building.

So I asked, “When was the last time you flirted with each other?”

They both looked at me like I had just spoken another language.

I smiled and said, “That’s your homework.”

They laughed awkwardly. But the next week, they came back glowing.

Dan said, “It felt weird at first, but then something clicked.”

Naomi said, “It reminded me that he actually likes me — not just loves me.”

That’s when I realized something important: intimacy isn’t automatic; it’s intentional.

Reconnection Requires Curiosity

When you first fell in love, you were curious.

You asked questions. You listened. You wanted to know everything about them, their dreams, fears, favorite foods, and childhood stories.

But as years pass, curiosity often fades.

You assume you already know them.

But people evolve, and so must your interest.

Reconnection starts with rediscovery.

It’s not “Who were you?” It’s “Who are you becoming?”

Ask curious questions again:


	What’s inspiring you lately?

	What do you need more of from me right now?

	What’s one dream you haven’t told me yet?




Curiosity keeps love fresh!

The Language of Presence

There’s a difference between being in the room and being present.

Your body can be there while your mind scrolls somewhere else.

Presence is love’s first language.

It says, “You matter enough for me to pause.”

If your relationship has felt dull, don’t rush for fireworks. Start with presence.

Sit together without screens.

Look each other in the eye.

Hold hands in silence.

Stillness rebuilds safety, and safety rebuilds connection.

The Three Levels of Reconnection


	Spiritual Reconnection – praying together, inviting God back into the center of your relationship - Couples that pray together regulate their nervous systems together. The Spirit synchronizes what stress separates.

	Emotional Reconnection – honest conversation, vulnerability, laughter, and shared memories - Talk with each other, not at each other.

	Physical Reconnection – touch, affection, and intimacy as expressions of trust, not obligation - Physical connection is sacred communication. It says, “We’re safe again.”




When all three are flowing, love feels effortless again because grace is doing the heavy lifting.

Story: The Bedtime Blessing

I once challenged a husband to start blessing his wife out loud every night before bed.

He said, “That’s awkward.”

I said, “Do it anyway.”

The next week, he said, “She cried the first night. Then I cried the second.”

By the third night, she started blessing him back.

By the fourth week, they said their arguments had dropped by 80%.

That’s the miracle of reconnection, it doesn’t require grand gestures, just consistent kindness.

Reconnection Requires Repair

You can’t reconnect without acknowledging what disconnected you.

That means having real conversations about hurt, not to re-hash, but to re-understand.

When you say, “Help me understand what that felt like for you,” you’re not defending yourself; you’re rebuilding empathy.

Empathy is the bridge that reconnects hearts after pain.




How to Reconnect After a Hard Season


	Start Small - Don’t expect instant emotional intimacy. Start with shared time, laughter, or prayer.

	Speak Life - Compliment intentionally. Notice progress. Name the good out loud.

	Practice Patience - Healing intimacy is slow intimacy. Rushing breaks what’s rebuilding.

	Re-Invite Joy - Do something playful. Go somewhere new. Laughter resets the nervous system faster than therapy.

	Pray Together Often - Even short, 2-minute prayers open doors that no conversation can.




Story: The Reunion After the Storm

A woman once told me, “After years of distance, we finally held each other. It felt like we were coming home.”

That’s what reconnection feels like, homecoming.

Not perfect. Not finished. But safe again.

Every tear you shed in surrender becomes a drop of water that softens the soil for a new era of love to grow.

Couple Activation — “The 7-Day Reconnection Challenge”

For the next week, do one intentional act of connection every day:

Day 1: Hold hands and pray together for 2 minutes.

Day 2: Speak one affirmation over each other.

Day 3: Share one memory that still makes you laugh.

Day 4: Write a short note or text of gratitude.

Day 5: Spend 15 minutes in uninterrupted conversation, no phones.

Day 6: Do something playful (dance in the kitchen, take a walk, cook together).

Day 7: End the week with physical affection and a prayer of thanks.




By the end, you’ll feel like you found each other again because you did.

Let’s Just Process That


	What makes me feel most connected to you right now?

	What makes me feel most disconnected?

	What new ways can we choose to pursue each other this week?

	How can we make prayer and presence part of our daily rhythm?




Greater Truths to Embrace


“Draw near to God, and He will draw near to you.” — James 4:8

“Love never gives up, never loses faith, is always hopeful, and endures through every circumstance.” — 1 Corinthians 13:7

“And the two shall become one flesh.” — Ephesians 5:31




Closing Reflection

Reconnection is not about going back; it’s about coming closer.

It’s choosing curiosity over comfort, presence over pride, and pursuit over passivity.

When you find your way back to each other, you’ll realize something profound:

You never actually lost love.

You just stopped tending it for a while.

Now that the soil has been healed, it’s ready to bloom again.

That’s what reconnection feels like, home.






IV

PARTNERSHIP AND PURPOSE

“Two people are better off than one, for they can help each other succeed.” 

— Ecclesiastes 4:9 (NLT)




Marriage was never meant to be just companionship, it was designed to be a partnership. 

To build a vision beyond ourselves.




God created marriage as the first ministry, the first assignment, and the first place where unity had the power to shape generations.
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“Unless the Lord builds the house, the builders labor in vain.” — Psalm 127:1




When Desire Alone Isn’t Enough

We don’t talk about this enough: romantic desire isn’t enough to make a relationship last.

It’s beautiful. It’s powerful. But it’s not sustainable without divine purpose.

Because romantic desire is a feeling, but purpose is an assignment.

Desire fuels you; purpose focuses you.

Every couple needs something bigger than themselves to keep them aligned when emotions fluctuate.

Purpose is the glue that holds you together when feelings fade, life gets hard, or distractions multiply.

The Power of Shared Mission

Couples who have a shared mission don’t just survive, they thrive.

When you’re both building something that matters, it keeps you on the same team.

It might be parenting. It might be ministry. It might be business. It might be serving your community.

Purpose turns “me” into “we.”

It transforms your partnership from superficial to supernatural.

“Can two walk together, except they be agreed?” — Amos 3:3

The answer is no.

Agreement doesn’t mean you’re identical, it means you’re intentional about moving in the same direction.

Story: The Marriage That Found Its Mission

I once coached a couple, Anna and Rick, who were on the verge of divorce.

They weren’t fighting over infidelity or finances. They were just DONE.

When I asked them separately what they wanted, they both said some version of, “I don’t think I ever loved them.”

That was the problem was not love. The problem was they never had or had lost the bigger purpose — individually and together.

So I asked them, “What used to make you come alive?”

Trina said, “Helping young couples.”

Eli said, “Serving at church.”

Boom. There it was.

They started volunteering to mentor engaged couples in their church. Within six months, their own marriage had shifted and started thriving.

Because when you pour into others, it resurrects what died in you.

Purpose revives passion.

Marriage Was God’s First Ministry

Before there was a church, there was marriage.

Before there was ministry, there was partnership.

God didn’t put Adam and Eve in the Garden just to fall in love. He gave them a mandate:

“Be fruitful, multiply, fill the earth, and subdue it.” — Genesis 1:28

Their love was supposed to produce something - life, fruit, legacy.

Marriage is not a hiding place from the world; it’s headquarters for Heaven’s work on Earth.

That means your love story isn’t just about romance, it’s about lineage and legacy.

When Purpose Pulls You Apart

Sometimes couples have tension not because they’re incompatible, but because they’re both called.

When two strong people carry divine assignments, it can feel like you’re pulling in opposite directions.

One feels called to build, the other to nurture.

One wants to expand, the other wants to rest.

But these aren’t contradictions, they’re complements.

God pairs people who carry different aspects of His heart so that together they can reveal His wholeness.

The key is alignment, not uniformity.

Don’t try to become identical, become interdependent.

The Three Levels of Partnership Purpose


	Personal Purpose — what God’s doing in each of you individually. This includes your passions, gifts, and callings.

	Relational Purpose — what God’s building through your unity. This includes your shared vision, values, and goals.

	Kingdom Purpose — how your love impacts others. This includes mentoring, parenting, ministry, business, or community influence.




Healthy marriages honor all three.

They don’t sacrifice personal purpose for partnership; they synchronize them under God’s leadership.

Story: My Marriage and the Movement

When God gave me the vision for Married In 12 Months or Less™ (and later Last Year Single™), it was wild.

It didn’t make sense on paper. It was inconvenient. It was crazy.

But my husband David didn’t just tolerate it, he partnered with it.

That’s what divine partnership looks like.

When one person hears a call, the other lends strength.

When one person dreams, the other covers it in prayer.

When one steps out in faith, the other says, “Let’s do it together.”

Our partnership became the platform for purpose, and the fruit is thousands of marriages around the world.

That’s not because we’re perfect. It’s because we’re aligned.

Purpose Protects Against Petty

When you’re working toward something meaningful together, you have less energy for nonsense.

Petty arguments lose their power.

You stop fighting about dishes because you’re focused on destiny.

You stop nitpicking because you’re too busy building.

Purpose gives perspective, and perspective gives peace.

Couple Activation — “The Vision Board Date”

Have a “Purpose Planning Night.”


	Pray together and ask God to show you His vision for your relationship.

	Write down or print out images, Scriptures, or phrases that represent your shared calling — family, ministry, business, dreams.

	Create a couple’s vision board (physical or digital) that captures what you’re building together.

	Hang it somewhere visible.




Every time you look at it, you’ll remember: this love has an assignment.

Let’s Just Process That


	What gives our relationship meaning beyond ourselves?

	Are we actively building something together, or just maintaining comfort?

	How can we better support each other’s individual callings?

	Where might God be calling us to lead, serve, or create together?




Greater Truths to Embrace


“Write the vision and make it plain.” — Habakkuk 2:2

“For we are co-laborers with God.” — 1 Corinthians 3:9

“Whatever you do, work at it with all your heart, as working for the Lord.” — Colossians 3:23




Closing Reflection

Purpose doesn’t replace passion - it refines it.

It reminds you that your love isn’t random; it’s a revelation.

You weren’t brought together just to make each other happy.

You were brought together to make Heaven visible.

When you live that way, every struggle finds meaning and every victory multiplies fruit.

That’s what real divine partnership looks like: two people walking out one divine purpose, hand in hand.

Unity Is Heaven’s Leverage

When God wants to do something powerful through a couple, He doesn’t start by giving them a plan; He gives them agreement.

Agreement is the atmosphere of the miraculous.

It’s the place where faith doubles and fear dissolves.

The enemy knows this, which is why he doesn’t have to destroy a marriage to derail it; he just has to divide it.

If he can’t make you stop loving each other, he’ll try to make you stop agreeing.

Because disagreement doesn’t just create tension, it cancels authority.

The Math of Marriage

When two people come into spiritual agreement, it’s not 1 + 1 = 2.

It’s 1 x 1 = exponential power.

“One can put a thousand to flight; two can put ten thousand.” — Deuteronomy 32:30

That’s divine multiplication.

This is why your prayers together matter more than you think.

When you pray in unity, you’re not just communicating with God, you’re co-laboring with Him.

Heaven responds differently to unified hearts.

Agreement vs. Alignment

Agreement is about direction. Alignment is about humility.

You can agree in words and still be misaligned in spirit.

True agreement requires that your hearts, not just your opinions, point toward the same thing.

Alignment means:


	We want the same outcome.

	We’re willing to yield to God’s process.

	We refuse to let ego have the final say.




That’s when Heaven says, “I can work with this.”

Story: The Couple That Prayed, but Didn’t Agree

A couple once came to me frustrated.

“We’ve been praying for a breakthrough for years,” they said, “but nothing changes.”

As we talked, it became clear they weren’t actually in agreement - they were in competition.

Each wanted their own version of what “breakthrough” looked like.

He wanted financial success.

She wanted more family time.

Both were praying for a blessing, but they were pulling in opposite directions.

God wasn’t ignoring them; He was waiting for them to agree.

Once they surrendered their separate agendas and asked for God’s plan instead of their preferences, things shifted within weeks.

Agreement unlocks acceleration.

Unity Doesn’t Mean Uniformity

Being one doesn’t mean being identical.

You’re not supposed to think the same, act the same, or process the same, that would make one of you redundant.

You were designed to complement each other.

If one is structure and the other is spirit, that’s divine design.

If one dreams and the other grounds, that’s balance, not battle.

The key is to stop trying to make your partner your clone and start appreciating their contribution.

God didn’t make your spouse to complete you, He made them to co-labor with you.

Story: When Our Strengths Collided

Early in our marriage, David and I would butt heads about decision-making.

I’m a visionary, I see the big picture.

He’s a strategist, he sees the details.

I used to think he was slowing me down; he thought I was rushing ahead.

Until God showed us: “You’re not competing, you’re calibrating.”

Once we embraced that, our disagreements became design meetings.

We stopped seeing each other as obstacles and started seeing each other as assets.

Agreement isn’t about who’s right; it’s about what’s righteous.

How to Protect Your Agreement


	Pray First, Talk Second - When emotions are high, pray before you process. Prayer sets the tone for truth.

	Stay on the Same Side of the Problem - The issue is the enemy, not your spouse. Face it together, not at each other.

	Refuse to Partner with Offense - Offense is the fastest way to break agreement. Deal with it quickly and honestly.

	Clarify Before You Assume - Miscommunication is one of Satan’s favorite tools. Always confirm understanding before you react.

	Guard Your Words - Words have creative power. Don’t speak curses over your covenant.




The Spiritual Authority of Agreement

When you and your partner stand in agreement, you become a force multiplier in the spirit.

Your prayers carry more weight because they’re spoken from unity, not isolation.

Couples who agree in prayer don’t just change their households, they shift spheres of influence.

That’s why marriage is not just relational, it’s revival infrastructure.

When you’re unified, you create a landing strip for Heaven’s presence in your lives.

Story: The “We” Prayer

A woman once told me, “My husband never prays out loud, so I stopped asking.”

I said, “Start again, but change one word. Instead of praying for him, start praying with him.”

So she did.

At first, it was short. Just “God, we thank You for us.”

But that small ‘we’ unlocked something.

Two weeks later, he initiated prayer himself.

Six months later, they were leading a small group together.

That’s what agreement does, it builds momentum in the Spirit.

Couple Activation — “The Agreement Table”

Sit down at a table together and bring three topics you’ve struggled to agree on, finances, parenting, goals, etc.

For each one, follow this pattern:


	Each person shares their heart without interruption.

	Pray together for God’s wisdom and timing.

	Ask: “What can we agree on right now?”




Write that shared point of agreement on a notecard and keep it visible.

When conflict tries to return, point back to what you already agreed upon.

Let’s Just Process That


	Where has the enemy been trying to divide our agreement?

	Are we praying the same prayer, or just praying at the same time?

	Do we value each other’s strengths, or compete with them?

	What new area do we need to bring into agreement today?

The Dream You Build Together

When God brings two people together, He’s not just answering their prayers for companionship.

He’s building a partnership for kingdom impact.

Legacy Is Love Made Visible

Legacy isn’t about what you leave behind.

It’s about what you build right now that continues to produce fruit long after you’re gone.

Every word you speak, every act of forgiveness, every prayer you pray as a couple, those are seeds of legacy.

Your love is supposed to ripple outward.

Your story of redemption becomes someone else’s roadmap of hope.

Legacy doesn’t start when you die.

It starts when you decide to live intentionally.

The Blueprint for Building Together

There are three cornerstones to every kingdom-centered relationship that builds lasting impact:


	Shared Vision — Where are we going? What do we believe God has called us to do together? What kind of culture do we want to build in our home?

	Shared Values — How will we get there? What are the non-negotiables that will define how we love, lead, and live? What boundaries will protect our peace and purpose?

	Shared Voice — What will we say along the way? What story will we tell about God’s faithfulness through our lives?




When vision, values, and voice align - legacy becomes inevitable.

Story: The House That Prayer Built

There was a couple I coached who wanted to start over after years of struggle.

They didn’t have money for a new home, so they decided to turn their current one into a place of prayer.

They began each morning holding hands, inviting God into their day.

Soon, their teenage kids started joining them.

Then their neighbors began showing up.

Within a year, their living room had become a weekly gathering space where people met Jesus.

They didn’t build a new house, they built a holy one.

That’s legacy.

When Building Feels Uneven

In every relationship, there will be seasons where one partner carries more of the weight.

One prays harder. One believes stronger. One sacrifices more.

That’s okay.

Because marriage isn’t a competition of capacity, it’s a covenant of coverage.

When your partner is weary, your faith fills in the gaps.

When you’re weary, they encourage you and vice versa.

That’s how God designed it.

You’re not meant to always build at the same speed, as long as you’re building in the same spirit.


“Bear one another’s burdens, and so fulfill the law of Christ.” — Galatians 6:2




Don’t Just Build Walls, Build Windows

Some couples get so focused on protecting what they’ve built that they forget to let light in.

Walls are for safety. Windows are for vision.

If all you ever do is guard your love, you’ll eventually suffocate it.

Let grace, laughter, and openness breathe through your home.

Make room for people to see your story, not your perfection, but your process.

The world doesn’t need flawless couples; it needs faithful ones.

Story: The Couple That Turned Pain Into Purpose

I once worked with a couple who had lost a child years earlier.

The pain nearly broke them.

For a while, they shut everyone out, including each other.

But one day, she said, “What if we could use our story to help someone else survive theirs?”

They began mentoring parents who’d lost children.

What had once been their greatest sorrow became their most powerful ministry.

That’s what happens when you build together.

God uses what once tried to kill you to save someone else.

How to Build a Legacy That Lasts


	Pray Over Every Brick - Don’t just plan, invite God into every decision, big or small.

	Leave Room for Miracles - Not everything has to make sense. Sometimes obedience precedes understanding.

	Model What You Want Multiplied - Your relationship teaches others how to love. Be the example you wish you’d seen.

	Keep the Foundation Flexible - Seasons change. Kids grow. Callings evolve. Stay anchored in values, but open to God’s new blueprints.

	Celebrate the Construction - Don’t wait until it’s finished to thank God. Worship in the process.




Couple Activation — “Our Legacy Statement”

Sit together and write a declaration that answers these questions:


	What do we want to be known for as a couple?

	What do we want people to feel when they experience our love?

	How do we want to impact the world around us?




Then, read your statement aloud and seal it with prayer:


“God, we dedicate our union to Your purpose.

Let everything we build together reflect Your heart.

Make our love a legacy that outlives us, outshines us, and outlasts us.”




Frame your declaration somewhere in your home. Let it remind you daily that you’re building something eternal.

Let’s Just Process That


	What kind of legacy are we currently building, intentionally or unintentionally?

	Are our vision and values aligned for this season?

	What’s one way we can open a new “window” in our relationship, inviting more light and connection?

	Who might God be calling us to impact through our story?

Some people believe great relationships just happen. They think that if you meet “the right one,” love will magically sustain itself. But every couple who’s been married for decades will tell you the same thing. Love isn’t found. Love is forged.

It’s shaped by patience, refined by forgiveness, and sealed by choice, over and over again. Falling in love is emotional chemistry. Growing in love is spiritual maturity. The forever kind of love doesn’t just feel right, it fights right, forgives right, and focuses right.

That’s why The Heart Work never ends.

It simply evolves as you do.

Every Season Has a Lesson

When you look back over your relationship, you’ll see that every stage had something sacred to teach you:


	In the early days, you learned excitement.

	In the hard days, you learned endurance.

	In the healed days, you learned grace.

	In the ‘everyday’ days, you learned faithfulness.




Each season carries wisdom. Even the painful chapters weren’t wasted, they were fertilizer for your roots. Nothing in your love story is lost if it’s surrendered. Nothing is wasted in the Kingdom, only invested.

The Secret of Staying Soft

The longer you’re together, the easier it becomes to grow hard, not because you don’t care, but because this life isn’t easy.

Disappointments, misunderstandings, busyness, betrayals, and even successes can harden your heart if you’re not intentional. That’s why the greatest secret to lifelong connection is staying soft. Soft hearts forgive quickly. Soft hearts listen deeply. Soft hearts love freely. Hard hearts protect themselves from pain. Hard hearts break more easily.

Story: The Couple in Their Eighties

I once met a couple who’d been married sixty-one years.

When I asked their secret, Eloise smiled and said, “We just never stopped caring for one

another.” She didn’t mean caretaking only, though that mattered too. She meant emotionally. Spiritually. She said, “Every day, we’d reach for each other, a hand, a look, a prayer. Even when we didn’t understand each other, we made sure to let the other know we still cared.”

That simple phrase stuck with me - We never stopped caring. One of the first things that happens when we harden our hearts is that we stop caring. Caring, truly wanting the best for one another, is what keeps love alive for a lifetime.

Never Graduate From Gratitude

The moment you stop appreciating, suffocation begins. When you intentionally notice the good, the small, ordinary acts of love, you keep your heart anchored in awe. Say “thank you” often. Write small notes. Speak appreciation out loud. Gratitude turns everyday moments into worship.


“Give thanks in all circumstances.” — 1 Thessalonians 5:18




When You Don’t Feel It

Even the strongest couples have days when love feels distant.

That’s when maturity kicks in.

You stop asking, “How do I feel about them?” and start declaring, “How do I choose to love them today?”

Love isn’t sustained by emotion, it’s sustained by devotion. You don’t wait for the feeling to return. You act in faith until it does. That’s how faithfulness becomes fruitfulness.

Story: The Marathon Mindset

When I built my first business (and by “built,” I mean “survived”), I learned something powerful. The hardest part wasn’t the beginning, it was the middle. The middle is where most people quit. You’ve come too far to turn back, but the finish line still feels miles away. Marriage has middles like that too.

There are decades that test your endurance. Moments that ask, “Are we still running the same race?” The couples who finish well are the ones who learn to pace themselves with grace. They stop sprinting for perfection and start walking in partnership. That’s the rhythm of forever work.

How to Keep Love Alive for Life


	Stay Curious - Keep learning each other. Ask new questions about the partnership every year. David and I have a meeting at the end of the year to check in on the “state of our union”.

	Stay Kind - Familiarity can breed rudeness if you let it. Be gentle with your tone and tender with your truth.

	Stay Connected to God - The closer you grow to Him, the more capacity you have for each other. When you find yourself getting cranky and impatient, it usually means you need more time with your loving father.

	Stay Playful - Don’t outgrow laughter. It’s the sound of joy in covenant. The marriage that stays together, plays together.

	Stay Grateful - Gratitude keeps your eyes on what’s right instead of what’s wrong. Instead of asking what’s wrong, ask what’s right with my marriage and focus on that.

	Stay Touching - Physical, emotional, spiritual, all of it keeps your hearts alive. Don’t lose touch with each other, it’s so important.

	Stay In Community - Surround your relationship with healthy friends, mentors, and couples who sharpen you.




The strongest and healthiest marriages are surrounded by healthy and strong communities. You were not created to go alone. Do not allow your marriage to get siloed.

Love doesn’t thrive in isolation.

Couple Activation — “The Forever Covenant Renewal”

Light a candle together and take turns finishing these sentences:

● “I still love you because…”

● “I’m grateful for…”

● “I choose you again because…”




Then pray this aloud:


“God, thank You for every season we’ve walked through.

Thank You for the miracles, the lessons, and the grace.

Help us never stop growing, forgiving, or cherishing.

Make our love a living testimony of Your faithfulness, now and forever.”

	Who can we pour into or mentor as a couple from what we’ve learned?
