What is the Serve Team?  

Our Serve Team are caring volunteers who help host our Sunday Celebrations and First Wednesday events twice a 

month for six months.  

 

Why is serving so important?  

It’s a great way to grow in your relationship with God and find positive friendships, and your God-given gifts make 

us stronger.  

 

What if I still struggle with personal issues and negative habits?  

You’ll fit right in! Because of Jesus, we are forgiven but still imperfect, including you.

Usually, yes, but our Serve Team Captains will make suggestions that you can accept or decline. Qualified leaders

Serve Team Lanyards 

Except for those on the platform, all Serve Team members are asked to wear a lanyard that identifies them as 

“Serve Team” to our congregation and guests. They are located at the Connect Desk in a basket for your 

convenience. Just grab one and remember to return it before you leave. For your convenience, the church’s contact 

information is printed on the back to share with people with prayer requests, questions, or concerns.  The BWOC 

Kids and Embassy Student Ministries have their own lanyards in their respective areas.
